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We give a basic introduction to unimodular gravity (UG) at both the classical
and quantum levels, discussing the role it might play in the interpretation of the
cosmological constant problem. The objectives of this paper are at the basic level but
the techniques used at the research level are also presented. The goal is to enable
the reader to grasp the interest to UG while making the recent literature on the
topic accessible.
